Welcome to our production of Stephen
Sondheim’s A Litfle Night Music! | want
to thank the cast, crew, designers, and
everyone involved in creating this beautiful
production.

A Little Night Music is truly one of the great
musical theatre scores of all time. Written
entirely as waltz - in 3 /4 time - this Sondheim
classic continues to delight audiences with
its wit and haunting melodies. It's based
on the 1955 Ingmar Bergman film, Smiles
of A Summer Night, and it follows several
mismatched couples as they find their way
back to their true love. It's strength lies not
only with it's score, but the sardonic humor
in the libretto by Hugh Wheeler. Original
director Hal Prince referred to the show as
“whipped cream with knives.”

If | had to choose one word to describe A Little Night Music (a great director told me this
was one of the best ways to simplify a show’s theme), | would say it's a show about “time.”
Most of our characters are either waiting for the future or living in the past. The first three
songs in the play are called “Now,” “Soon,” and “Later,” and Hal Prince referred to the
main characters as a group of people “wasting time.” Even the scenic turntable we use in
the show resembles a clock.

For this production, we've decided to embrace one of Sondheim'’s original ideas which
was to see the show through the eyes of Desiree’s 13-year-old daughter, Fredrika.
Sondheim’s first opening number for A Llittle Night Music was called “Numbers” and
featured the 13-year-old character. That number was eventually cut and replaced. We
thought it would be interesting to honor Stephen by having Fredrika play the first and last
note of the show on piano.

| believe there's a little bit of magic in A Litfle Night Music — taking place around
Midsummer, the time in June in which the sun never sets. It's during this sacred time in
Sweden where all our main characters deepest desires are exposed. And it's only then
they are able to flourish and become the complete human beings they were meant to be.

So, | invite you to immerse yourself in the romance, the hilarity, and the magic of one of
Stephen Sondheim’s classics, A Little Night Music!

When speaking of Ingmar Bergman’s acclaimed 1955 film Smiles of a Summer Night, one
critic referred to it as “sparkling with wit and innuendo in a way most modern romantic
comedies can’t even come close to.” (Eric Melin, 2011)

This piece was the jumping-off point for director/producer Hal Prince, writer Hugh Wheeler,
and composer Stephen Sondheim’s attempt at a romantic musical farce. The original plan
was to adapt Jean Anouilh’s play L’Invitation au Chateau, which met a quick death when the
author demanded Leonard Bernstein write the music. The second attempt didn’t fare much
better as Jean Renoir’s The Rules of the Game was also off-limits to the trio.

Enter Bergman, whose only stipulation was they not use the film’s title.

Sondheim’s initial concept for A Little Night Music was a fantasy in which Desirée was the
puppeteer behind each character’s life choices. That quickly evolved into having Madame
Armfeldt serve as a multiversal witch exploring said choices before resetting time, making
nuanced changes, and gleefully watching how their lives would differ. This was all a bit
too much for Wheeler to wrap his brain around, as his storytelling was linear and far more
traditional. Prince, wanting to avoid any arguments, sent Wheeler away to an exotic locale
to write the story without any input from Sondheim.

Unsurprisingly, Stephen found Wheeler’s first draft to be literal, fluffy, and boring. Knowing
it was a fight he would not win, Sondheim embraced the fluff and challenged himself to
compose a score outside the comfort zone of his darker thematic tendencies. The resulting
show workshopped its way through 23 out-of-town performances in Boston — cutting
scenes and songs while writing and inserting new ones; and reducing a large choir to a
Greek chorus quintet -- before opening on Broadway in February 1973.

A financial success, the show garnered 12 Tony nominations (winning six — Best Musical,
Lead Actress, Featured Actress, Costume Design, Book, and Score); spawned two
international tours, a 1977 film directed by Prince and starring Elizabeth Taylor, several high
profile Broadway revivals (2009 with Catherine Zeta-Jones and Angela Lansbury; 2011
with Bernadette Peters and Elaine Stritch), and ultimately became a staple of several opera
companies.

Set in the perpetual twilight of Swedish Summer nights, there is an ethereal nature to the
comically romantic unfolding of circumstances in which these characters find themselves
entangled. As Madame Armfeldt explains “the Summer night smiles three times at human
beings” — the first at the young, who know nothing; the second at the fools, who know too
little; and the third at the old, who know too much. It's a story about life, death, and the
foolishness of everything that occurs in between.

As Chicago theatre critic Susan Liberman recently wrote, “A Little Night Music makes so
many incisive points about aging that it ought to come with a trigger warning — or better yet,
be required viewing for people over 50.”
