RON BASS (Co–Book Writer/Original 
Screenwriter) is a highly acclaimed 
American screenwriter and producer, 
renowned for his contributions to Hollywood 
over several decades. Born in Los Angeles, 
Bass initially pursued a legal career, earning 
his law degree from Harvard. He practiced 
law for several years before transitioning to 
screenwriting, a move that would establish 
him as one of the most successful writers in 
the film industry. Bass’s breakthrough came 
with the film Rain Man (1988), for which he 
won the Academy Award for Best Original 
Screenplay. Starring Dustin Hoffman and Tom 
Cruise, the film was a critical and commercial 
success, earning Bass widespread acclaim, 
catapulting him into the spotlight and leading 
to more high-profile projects. Throughout 

his career, Bass has written across various 
genres, most notably the romantic comedy 
My Best Friend’s Wedding (1997) starring 
Julia Roberts, and the drama Dangerous 
Minds (1995) featuring Michelle Pfeiffer. 
He is also known for his work on Stepmom 
(1998) and Entrapment (1999). In addition 
to screenwriting, Bass has ventured into 
television and novels, co-creating the TV 
series Dangerous Minds (1996-97) and 
serving as executive producer. Through it 
all, Bass has become a respected figure in 
the entertainment industry, recognized for 
his ability to create emotionally resonant 
narratives and well-developed characters.

BURT BACHARACH (Music and Lyrics) 
(1928–2023) was a legendary American 
composer, songwriter, and record producer, 
celebrated for his distinctive style that blended 
pop, jazz, and orchestral music. Over his 
seven-decade career, Bacharach wrote 73 
Top 40 hits in the US and 52 in the UK, making 
him one of the most successful and influential 
composers of all time. His collaboration with 
lyricist Hal David produced some of the most 
iconic songs of the 20th Century, including 
“Walk on By,” “What the World Needs 
Now Is Love,” and “I Say a Little Prayer.” 
Bacharach’s music has been performed by 
an array of legendary artists such as Dionne 
Warwick, Aretha Franklin, Dusty Springfield, 
Tom Jones, and The Carpenters. Bacharach’s 
talents extended to Broadway, where he 

co-wrote the music for the 1968 musical 
Promises, Promises, based on the film The 
Apartment. The show was a critical and 
commercial success, featuring the hit songs 
“I’ll Never Fall in Love Again” and “Knowing 
When to Leave.” Promises, Promises 
received multiple Tony Award nominations 
and solidified Bacharach’s versatility as a 
composer. In addition to his pop successes, 
Bacharach composed memorable film scores, 
earning Academy Awards for “Raindrops 
Keep Fallin’ on My Head” from Butch 
Cassidy and the Sundance Kid and “Arthur’s 
Theme (Best That You Can Do)” from Arthur. 
Other notable film contributions include the 
score for What’s New Pussycat?, the theme 
for Casino Royale, and Alfie. Bacharach’s 
work has earned him six Grammy Awards, 
including a Lifetime Achievement Award, an 
Emmy Award, three Academy Awards, as 
well as induction into the Songwriters Hall 
of Fame, solidifying his status as a musical 
genius whose compositions have left an 
indelible mark on the world of music.
HAL DAVID (Music and Lyrics) (1921-
2012) was an iconic American lyricist, 
best known for his successful collaborations 
with composer Burt Bacharach. Together, 
they created some of the most memorable 
pop songs of the 20th Century, including 
“Raindrops Keep Fallin’ on My Head,” 
“What the World Needs Now Is Love,” and 
“I Say a Little Prayer.” His work earned him 
an Academy Award, Grammy Awards, and 
induction into the Songwriters Hall of Fame. 
Hal wrote a number of successful songs for 
various composers with artists such as Sammy 
Kaye, Guy Lombardo, and Percy Faith, 
contributing lyrics to songs like “Bell Bottom 
Blues” and “Broken Hearted Melody,” 
the latter of which became a hit for Sarah 
Vaughan. His versatility as a lyricist allowed 
him to work across different mediums, 
including Broadway and Hollywood. He 
wrote the lyrics for the 1968 Broadway 
musical Promises, Promises, which was based 
on the Billy Wilder film The Apartment. The 
show was a success, running for over 1,200 
performances and earning him a Tony 
Award nomination. He also co-wrote the 
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theme song for the 1966 James Bond spoof 
Casino Royale, further showcasing his ability 
to adapt his lyrical talents to various contexts. 
Beyond his work in popular music, Hal made 
significant contributions to television and film, 
writing the theme songs for several television 
shows, including Baby Talk and One Life to 
Live, and movies A House Is Not a Home and 
The Man Who Shot Liberty Valance. In the 
1970s and beyond, Hal continued to work 
with other composers, including John Barry, 
Henry Mancini, and Michel Legrand. He 
wrote the lyrics for “To All the Girls I’ve Loved 
Before,” a hit for Julio Iglesias and Willie 
Nelson in 1984, which further cemented his 
status as a lyricist whose work could resonate 
across different eras and musical styles. In 
addition to songwriting, Hal was also an 
advocate for the music industry, serving 
as president of the American Society of 
Composers, Authors, and Publishers (ASCAP) 
from 1980-86, where he worked to protect 
the rights of songwriters and composers. 
His impact on the music industry remains 

profound, with his songs continuing to inspire 
and touch people worldwide. Throughout his 
career, Hal received numerous accolades, 
including being honored with the Gershwin 
Prize for Popular Song alongside Bacharach 
in 2011, a testament to his enduring impact 
on American music.
KATHLEEN MARSHALL (Director/

In 2012, former General 
Manager Henry Weller fondly recalled Joe’s 
dedication… “We had a nucleus of six people 
who ran the theater – Bill Traber, Bill Hoe, 
Joe Hill, Bunny Hart, me, and John Lane. We 
started every day at 9:00a and Joe was the 
one to turn the last light out at night, which
might be at 1:00a. John had a thing about 
lights and if you left a light on where nobody 
was, there would be Hell to pay. Thanks to Joe, 
our electric bill was always under control.”
In addition to everything else he did, Joe 
drove props, sets, costumes, cast members, 
and animals everywhere for years and years. 
One of Joe’s favorite memories: “When the 
magician was here in the ‘70s, we had a gas 
shortage, and I had to go get the Lion. He was 
120 lbs, a live lion in a cage. I picked him up 
in NH and we set him up with food and water 
in the Prop Room. Nobody wanted to take 

him to Long Island, so I did it… in a van. Back 
then, we could only buy 10 gallons of gas at 
a time. When we got down to Connecticut and 
stopped for gas, the attendant said ‘We can 
only put 10 gallons in’ and as if on cue the lion 
roared. I told the guy I had to take him out for a 
walk, and he responded ‘Please don’t!’”
Joe worked at Ogunquit Playhouse every 
Summer and in Palm Beach for John Lane 
every Winter. Even through the final years of 
his life, Joe would still come by The Playhouse 
to see a show and say hello to everyone. His 
presence will be forever felt in every corner of 
our beautiful campus.
